· Minutes of the previous meeting were approved.
· Mr.Jeevakumar of Red Planet has been entrusted with task of sealing the seepages in the expansion joints between various blocks.  Work has commenced on the expansion joint between P & Q blocks.  
· Regarding seepage from apartments into the basement, some apartment owners have already taken up repair work. The committee will issue reminders to the remaining residents to initiate repair work at the earliest after positively confirming that source of the leakage is from the apartment and not common area facilities. Please contact Manikandan at Ext.4267 or Vijayan at Ext 4253 if you need names/contact numbers of reliable contractors currently working on seepage related repair work in The Atrium. As mentioned previously, this is an item that needs to be addressed urgently by the owners concerned, since seepage from the apartments prevents a number of cars from parking in the basement, besides being a serious house-keeping/maintenance issue. 
· As mentioned during the January/2007 SGM, capital funds will be required to modify lift doors to meet regulatory requirements. This has to be completed by end December/2007, as per our agreement with the Licensing Authorities. To meet this schedule, we plan to hold the AGM in July and get members approval for the Capital Expenditure so that sufficient time is provided to complete these modifications before the December end deadline. 
· Based on the complaints received from few residents regarding the absence of hand rails in several blocks especially P, Q & R blocks, the committee has decided to review the proposal for additional hand rails without impeding free movement of household items during shifting.  
· Several quotes have been received for repairing the Tennis Court. These are under review and repairs will be taken up soon.
· The meeting ended after the expenses incurred for the months of March & April 2007 were ratified by the committee
