· Minutes of the previous meeting (held on 04/2/07) were approved.

· The Committee had a weekly review meeting with Ms. Kavitha, owner of Envirotech Services. Issues relating to Housekeeping, Security, Electrical and Plumbing were discussed in the meeting.
· Ms. Kavitha submitted the list of employees who would be working here and are on Envirotech’s role. She also gave a report on the activities of the past two weeks.
· Envirotech Services are now settling down in the areas of Housekeeping, swimming pool and Security.

· Observations by all the committee members with respect to their portfolio were conveyed to Ms. Kavitha again, emphasizing the need for more competent workmen in Electrical, Plumbing and Water Management.
· The committee expects the settling down process to take at least another 30 days. Residents are requested to be patient and co-operate to help the committee facilitate an effective Facility Management by Envirotech.

· Of late there have been a lot of Moving in and Moving out happening in our complex causing disturbance to the day-day routine.

· To facilitate moving-in / moving-out of Atrium and partly cover the cost incurred in providing services, Trolleys etc. TAOA will be levying a charge of Rs. 1,000/- towards the same.
· Owing to substantial damages caused to the lifts/common areas during moving in/out, it has been decided to collect a refundable deposit of Rs. 5,000/- ( Rs. Five thousand only) to cover the damages if any caused due to shifting of heavy items of house hold articles.

·  A separate Circular detailing the procedure to be followed while moving in / out would be issued shortly to be implemented from March 1st 2007.
· A letter requesting Lancor to pursue the matter of issuing of building completion certificate by CMDA was sent. Lancor has replied that they have filed an application for issuance of Completion Certificate with the CMDA and there has been no action from the CMDA. Lancor is also of the opinion that all the owners of Atrium should directly talk to Lancor in the event of having any issues pertaining to development of the property, as they have made an agreement with the owner to construct their apartment and not with TAOA. In view of this stand by Lancor we request the members to authorize TAOA/committee take up the issue with Lancor. A formal Notice with regard to this will be issued to all the Members.
· It has been noted that most of the notices put up in the Notice boards do not stay for more than a day and in some blocks only a few hours. As it is impossible to stand watch in basement to find the culprit the committee has decided to procure 3 big notice boards with glass covering and lock facility, to be put up at the Sports Centre, Pavilion, and the Swimming Pool.
