· Minutes of the previous meeting (held on 18/02/07) were approved.

· The Committee received a letter dated 19th March from Mr. Kuruvilla Abraham, residing at M 401, referring to the committee’s circular not to allow playing of high impact ball games such as cricket and football in the lawns adjoining C/D/F/J and P to R blocks. Such games were disallowed in view of safety concerns and destruction of the lawn/plants in the garden.    

In summary, the letter requests the MC to revisit the issue and permit children below the age of 14 to continue playing these games in this area.  

The MC, after lengthy discussions on the subject, has decided on the following:

· The northern section of the OSR land will be developed as alternate play area. It will be cleaned and made safe for the younger children to play football /cricket. Floodlights will also be provided to improve lighting to permit play after sunset. A security guard will be stationed inside the park during playtime to ensure safety of the children.

· Only toddlers will be allowed to play in the lawn area under the supervision of their parents/guardians.

· The MC reiterates that no ball games will be allowed in the lawn area as in addition to safety concerns and destruction of the lawn/plants mentioned in the circular, it interferes with the peaceful enjoyment of this common recreation area by toddlers, their parents and residents living in the adjoining apartments. 

· One of the items in the Capital Expenditure budget was replacement of old, inefficient A/C’s in the Sports complex with new units. Out of the budgeted amount of Rs 1,00,000 (Rupees One Lakh), Rs 55,572(Rupees fifty five thousand five hundred and seventy two) has been incurred so far in replacing four of the existing AC’s, each of 1.5T capacity. Two more AC’s of higher capacity are under order. Once all the planned replacements are completed, it will significantly improve utilization of the various basement rooms in the Sports Complex. 
· Cloth for the two billiards tables has been replaced and two new sets of billiard balls and cues have also been procured. The tables have now been shifted to their original room in the sports complex. To avoid damage to the new facilities, the room is being kept under lock and key. Residents wishing to use these facilities should contact the caretaker for access. To ensure facilities are maintained in good condition, rules covering proper use of this facility will be separately issued.  

· The old ladies gym has been cleared of junk items (unused/non functional lift fans, broken pedestal fans, broken mirrors, broken massage belt etc.). These items will be sold as scrap, making room for a number of additional activities already in place/planned for future. 

As this is one of the rooms in which new AC’s have been installed, the committee will explore improvement to the acoustics in this room so that it can be used for talks, music concerts, annual association meetings (currently held in the badminton hall), etc.   

· Mrs. Rama Swaminathan will be resigning from her post as Committee Member as she would be leaving Chennai shortly with her family and relocating to New Delhi. The committee thanks her on behalf of the residents for her contributions and involvement in   providing guidance and oversight of the garden maintenance activities. We also take this opportunity to wish Mr. Swaminathan the very best in his new assignment.  

Mrs. Beena Manivannan has been kind enough to volunteer to join the MC, and will be taking up the responsibility for Garden Maintenance from Mrs. Rama Swaminathan. 

Thank you Beena- and Welcome to the Committee.

· It was observed RO treated water (TDS~25ppm) was being blended with a small amount of high TDS (~1000ppm) treated ground water (feed to RO plant) to increase the TDS to about 125-150ppm to improve taste of RO water supply.  

Detailed discussions with a water treatment specialist indicated that this was not good practice as there was potential for bacteria contamination. And as the TDS of 25ppm from RO plant was very much within the range supplied by leading suppliers, there was really no justification for increasing TDS by blending. This was subsequently confirmed by testing branded water samples purchased from the market, wherein it was found that TDS of Kinley and Aquafina were 20 and 12ppm respectively, with only Bisleri on the higher side at 95ppm. 

Based on the above inputs, blending of RO water with treated ground water to increase TDS levels has been completely stopped.   

· Some of the speed-breakers in the basement are too steep/ill-designed and are way too many at some stretches. Though the intention to have speed breakers installed is to reduce speeding of vehicles, this is resulting in the vehicles' suspension getting damaged and can cause/aggravate back and neck injuries. Many residents have complained about this issue, with special mention about the speed-breakers located at the exit ramp near A Block and G block turning. The increasing number of requests from the residents to do away with some of the speed breakers has prompted the MC to do the following:

· The speed breakers will be broadened at the base so that the incline is more gradual.

· The total number of speed breakers will be reduced/eliminated where appropriate.  

· About 23 apartments in Atrium presently do not have internal telephone connections. Airtel has made a proposal to provide dedicated pillar-box to be located within Atrium to cater exclusively to Atrium residents. This will have provision for 200 connections and will ensure intercom facilities will be made available to all the 187 flats, in addition to those in common areas such as FM room, security, gym etc. Logistics of the proposal are being evaluated.  

· In order to reinforce security services as well as accelerate Envirotech’s process of familiarization with the requirements of Atrium, it was decided to bring in Vijayan, who was previously working here as security supervisor.  With his familiarity both of the complex and its residents, it was felt that he would be able to provide continuity to FM services as well as handle routine complaints more effectively.    

Vijayan is being taken on a direct 3-year contract with TAOA. His present focus is Security and Housekeeping. The plan is for Vijayan to replace Envirotech’s Housekeeping supervisor once the FM’s process of familiarization is complete.
