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MINUTES OF THE VII MC MEETING (12) HELD AT CHILD CARE ROOM

1. The President briefed the members that Mr.A.Chandramouliswaran, who had agreed to help, has already prepared a comprehensive draft report on the amendments to our By- Laws.  The President wished to place on record Mr. A. Chandramouliswaran’s efforts and the committee’s appreciation and grateful thanks to him.  The subject report presently under scrutiny by a legal expert will be circulated to all residents to elicit their views and thereafter, it will be placed before AGM.

2.  The President stated that the Secretary has already obtained a report from a fire fighting expert on the minimum facilities to be provided in Atrium Complex.  Similarly during the earlier tenure of President/ Secretary/ Viswanathan, an electrical audit report for this complex was prepared. The President proposed to handover the above 2 reports to     Mr.R.R.  Balakrishnan  (D203) with a request to study  and    submit  proposals for immediate implementation /  Budget provision for  implementation by the next Committee. He emphasized that in view of the importance to this subject, urgent action is required.
3.  The President informed the Committee that Metro Water has promised to give additional water connection to ‘ATRIUM’ provided that there are no outstandings in respect of water taxes. The present Metro Water supply is about 20000/30000 liters per day and does not meet Atrium requirements fully.  The additional water supply, could reduce further, our dependence on bore wells.  It is unfortunate that a handful of owners are yet to pay the taxes.  Such non- payment could result in withdrawal of even the current supply and sewage facilities for the whole complex.  It was agreed that we should take up with defaulters for their early payments, failing which they will be treated as defaulters and disconnection of Water/ Electricity  to respective apartments will be resorted to as last measure in the interest of the Atrium Complex’s water needs.
4. In place of Mr. Prabhakar, the Office Manager, who had resigned, Mrs. Lakshmi Vittal has been appointed from 01.03.06.

5. The Committee was informed that Mr. R. Kalyanam, who had rich experience in paint industry, has been appointed as TAOA’S representative at a monthly compensation of Rs.10000/00 for supervising the entire painting operations being carried out by Goodlass Nerolac Paints , initially for 3 months with provision to extend further as necessary.

6. For a 2 year Annual Maintenance Contract for the 16 lifts in the Complex, a limited tender was invited from M/S. Kone Elevators and

 M/S. Alfa Elevators.  Based on the lower quotation received and  the discussions on pros and cons of awarding the contract to either of the

contractors, the Management Committee approved of placing Annual Maintenance Contract  on  M/S. Alfa Elevators  @  Rs. 1,35,000/00   for

2006 – 2007 with an option in favour of TAOA to extend it by one more year for 2007 – 2008 on the same terms & conditions.  A detailed note prepared by Mr. T.S. Viswanathan,  Member  in charge was taken on record.

7. The Committee was informed of the progress on Painting as under : 

a) A/C drain pipes – the installation is 99% complete. Fixing of small leading pipes and provision of trays are underway.                           


b) The work on balcony pipes is 75% complete

       c) The contractor for painting has asked for 120 days for              completion against 100 days quoted.  He had, however, assured that he will try to complete the work as early as possible.  The work, as per the schedule, is going on and there is retardation in work due to the contractor coming across damages on the walls/ surfaces.  These are to be rectified by LANCOR, and their work in this regard requires to be expedited.  While we are keeping a follow up with them, the MC approved that we can get the work done through alternate sources, for which we have to pay and in this regard we have already located a standby contractor.  The remeasurements of the areas/ facilities are in progress.  The Painting Contractor has agreed to increase the manpower to step up the work.

8. Mr. Chandrasekar’s paper on suggestions to improve the Security in the Complex was taken up for discussion.  The MC was informed that LANCOR had recently brought in a new Security Agency and LANCOR who are planning to take up improvements will have in mind the various points included in Mr. Chandrasekar’s paper.

9. The Treasurer informed the Committee that about 20 persons have signed a letter highlighting the need for fencing the Swimming Pool, 

considering the safety aspects in mind, without impairing the aesthetics. The Committee approved of the proposal to do the fencing as per the quotes received, taking into account the security of the Atrium residents.

10. The Committee agreed to look into the adequacy of air conditioning in GYM and take necessary action.

11. The President re- emphasized again and the members agreed that it is the responsibility of  every resident to comply fully with the rules and regulations in force to ensure a pleasant living and clean environment. In particular, hanging clothes on the balcony grill in a newly painted facade by a few is not only a sore sight but could damage the painted surface.

The President also stressed that the residents should  ensure that a) the Identity Cards are obtained for their drivers, servants/maids  immediately b) TAOA stickers are fixed on their vehicles, forthwith.

The President appealed to every resident to cooperate and comply with the letter and spirit of the laid down rules and regulations.
