  2. The MC ratified the following expenditures incurred:-

      a)  New HP Laser Jet printer purchased for Rs 9,490/- 

    b) Rubber Mat for  Gym floor Rs. 5,495/- 

    c) Fixing of Sun control films for 3 rooms at Main gate Rs 1,725/-

    d) Red soil, Manure, Pots purchased for Garden Rs 7,900/-

3. As requested by Mrs Bhuvana Sethuraman The TAOA have returned the printer to    

    her after taking back the cheque of Rs 5,000/- issued by TAOA.

4. Telescopic ladder cover quote for Rs 7,150/- which was approved by the previous

    MC was  ordered and the work now awarded to lowest bidder M/S Leo Décor.

5. Mr.R.S.Ganesh, GM, Lancor Maintenance & Services Ltd was called in, in connection    

    with the renewal of the FM contract for the current year. He stated that at the

    Current fee of Rs 175,000 /-PM inclusive of service tax, LMSL is incurring loss and to 

    meet the service standards expected by Atrium Members, LMSL requires monthly

    Compensation of at least Rs 185,000/- plus service tax. The MC Members expressed

    concern over Security in the Complex; Mr. Ganesh assured that LMSL would do its 

    best to meet the set standards.

   After Mr. Ganesh left, the members discussed the matter and agreed in principle

to renew the agreement for one more year with emphases on quality   maintenance/appropriate review every month to ensure against fall in standards.

The secretary was authorized to finalize & conclude the agreement and report to the

MC at the next meeting 

6. Mr.C.R.Chandrashaker submitted a report on water management at The Atrium.

    Out of the two R.O Plants both of which are working reasonably well and would   

    need to be continued to meet bulk of the water needs, the J block R.O.Plant’s

    Membranes are more than 4 years old as against the normal life of about 3 

    years; they are in disrepair. The impurity levels are rising. Hence the following

    recommendations  of Mr.C.R.Chandrashaker were discussed & approved by the 

    MC.

1. The Quotation of Living Water fine Technologies (Mansel) for Rs. 160,000/-

plus TNGST & Fright for supply of 4 nos membranes 8040 and replacement

in J Block R.O.Plant and related services.

2. Lab analysis of Atrium water every quarter through Mansel and once in 6 

months through an external Agency such as SGS or King’s institute 

    3. Review/Tighten supervision for quality/quantity of tanker water purchased
