          1 The Minutes of the previous meeting were approved.     
   2 A few residents of the Atrium Complex have suggested for 24 hours supply of R.O.water. After discussion, the M.C decided to increase the R.O water supply from 3 hours to 5 hours i.e from 6 AM to 11 AM and review the position, say, after 4/6 weeks.

 The Atrium residents are also requested to use R.O. water with due economy and care.

 3. The President apprised the M.C of the status of the external Painting proposal. A Sub-Committee has been set up with six members to examine the painting proposal and suggest, to M.C for consideration, the quality of painting to be used, the process of  choosing the supplier/contractor,tender documentation required, supervision process and any other  relevant matters:

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     The Sub-Committee has met independently a few times and laid down the ground-rules which will be the basis for proceeding with the work.

     The Sub-committee also decided to  prepare a Tender Document, explain the features to the prospective contractors/suppliers, limit the tender to four first class reputed suppliers/manufacturers for a composite paints supply/ labour contract 

( Asian Paints, ICI Paints, Nerolac, Berger Paints) so that the whole process is transparent and the Complex could be get the best deal.

     The last date for submitting the tender documents was fixed at 3 PM on 27th Jan.06 and the tender will be opened in the presence of the President & Sub-Committee members.

     The President explained that the delay in convening the SGM is due to the time taken in preparing a competitive tender document suggested by the Sub-Committee and the time taken to complete the process.

    It is now expected that the tender will be finalized and the successful bidder  will be awarded the contract before the end of Feb.06 after approval by the SGM in Feb.06

       4. The MC approved the following Capital/Revenue Expenditures:-

1) Two Nos branded window 1.5 ton A/C  cost not exceeding 

     Rs 20,000/- each for installation at the Billiards Room, as some  

     classes are held there and in view of the approaching summer. 

2) Grill gate for pump rooms at A1,A2,C & F Rs 16,900/-

3) Name board repair work at G block for Rs 5,900.

4) Roofing for arresting leakage in the terrace of K,L,E & F blocks

for 21,400/-

5) Platform heavy typy trolley for Rs 7,500/-to replace the one gone into 

     disrepair.

6) M.C approved payment of Rs 36,000/- towards a reconditioned V3 F module installed at G block by Kone to replace the defective one.
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    5. It was decided to take up with Touchtel, TAOA telephone intercom 

          connection provider,  to service the lines in our Complex, since                               

          some of the lines are not working and need to be serviced. The 

          President requested the Secretary to ensure that the required job is 

          completed.

      6. Mrs. Meera Rammohan, Q-201 has requested for the use of the GYM for the Group aerobic class at no charges.(current charges Rs 500/-PM) in view of the reduced number of  participants. The President suggested that the charges could be reduced  instead of total waiver. Dr. Vidya Mohanram, a Committee Member and in charge of Sports suggested  a fee of Rs 200/- PM. The M.C approved the same.

      7. Mr. Karthik Kumar ( Q-201)has represented in his letter dated 10th Jan.06 that the TAOA should take up with the Authorities to prevent the hand-over of the OSR park to a third party and also its subsequent public access for reasons set out in his letter. The letter was placed before  the M.C. members. The President explained to the members the following steps taken.

A) The Secretary and Mr. T.S.Viswanathan met the Executive Engineer of the Corporation and showed the letter received from Mr.Karthik Kumar and  inquired of him how best TAOA can retain OSR park / restrict access only to its residents The Executive Engineer was categorical that the OSR park’s ownership vests with the Govt.  and in pursuance  of the Govt’s policy of beautification of public parks of  and providing access to the general public who are starved of open space in a growing city, the OSR park is being handed over to a Corporate for beautification;

    public access cannot denied in to a State owned park, but he would assist    

   TAOA in keeping the security with itself and restricting  public access to 

    limited hours in the morning/evening. He has received representations 

    from a few residents of the area to allow access to the OSR park for 

    walking etc.,
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B) The President discussed the matter with Mr R.V.Sekar, Lancor Properties who are the builders of the Atrium. He has also confirmed that ownership of OSR park was transferred to the Govt. and public access cannot be denied.

The President stated that the Secretary has been requested to be in touch with Touchtel ( the likely third party for beautification of OSR land)so that security concerns of the Atrium Complex are taken care of and public access is restricted to a few hours in the morning and evening.

8. Mr. C.R.Chandrashekar has sought clarification in a letter  about the expenditure incurred on water related Capital items and whether the approved budget has been exceeded. He also desired to know about the payment procedure. The Secretary confirmed that budget has not been exceeded and payment had to be made on completion of the work observing the current procedures

The President suggested that irrespective of  the above case, it is desirable to look at the accounting procedure for payments, systems in use  and suggestions for improvement etc., by requesting TAOA’s external Auditors to take up this work. M.C accordingly approved it.

9) A proposal was placed before the MC for purchases of a third Tread Mill  

   at the GYM as the existing two are reported to be inadequate to meet the requirements of the residents. After discussion, it was decided not to proceed with the proposal as the number of users is found to be higher only for a short period in the morning/evening and it is proposed to display a request at the GYM and other Sport Facilities that usage should be restricted to a maximum of 30 minutes, if somebody is found to be waiting.   
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10. Mr.A.Dakshinamurthy stated that smoking/spitting were observed in spite of instructions to contrary , at the basement. It was decided to ask the FM to strengthen  supervision to ensure that existing laid down  rules are strictly observed  The Atrium residents are also requested to instruct the servants /drivers appropriately. 

11). The M.C. was informed that Mr.C.Prabakaran Accountant TAOA has submitted his resignation on 18.1.06 for personal reasons and requested to be relieved on due date( i.e 17th Feb.06) . Necessary steps to fill the vacancy are being taken. The M.C will be kept   informed
